Administration Response from Mr. P. Swain, Director Community Development

1.
The City Administration has not undertaken a detailed estimate for the Beach Volleyball proposal due to the design having yet to be finalised.  It has been proposed that $35000 be reallocated in the City’s budget review to undertake the necessary earthworks, purchase and install a suitable lighting and install posts and ancillaries.  No maintenance costs have been identified at this stage however these will be included in the 2007/08 budget when/if the courts are installed.

2.
The issues with respect to environmental approvals relating to the Beach Volleyball Court proposal have not been advanced as the courts still need to be designed.  Preliminary investigations have identified various legislative conditions that will need to be satisfied before earthmoving can commence including the obtaining of a vegetation clearing permit from the Department of Environment and Conservation.  The effect of the Policy referred to will be investigated (currently the coastal processes setback for Swanbourne Beach is understood to be 71 metres) however at this stage the proposal is the subject of a revocation motion compelling Administration to cease work on the proposal.

Mr. Wayne Monks, the Chairperson of the Western Region Environment Network, a coalition of environmental groups committed to protecting the environment of the wester region of Perth, tabled the following questions:

Mr. Mayor why have I not received any replies to my correspondence in respect to the survey questions and the correspondence sent on the 21 February and 21 March 2007 to you and the Chief Executive Officer?


Background from Mr. Monks to following Question 2
The planned tree removal of mature trees in Beecham Road, Mt. Claremont for a new footpath was planned without consulting with local residents.  The proposed marina which turned into a debacle and then the proposal for the volley ball courts at Swanbourne Beach were other examples of the lack of following a proper community consultation process.

The residents in Mt. Claremont are fighting to save the trees and there were able to halt the senseless destruction in time as there was no consultation with residents, whatsoever.  These magnificent trees were planted 40 years ago.

When will local residents know when this Council is going to further discuss the matter of the trees?

3.
Why does this council and in particular some Councillors act in a way that is not fully transparent and consultative in its approach with its dealings with local residents on environmental matters?

Background from Mr. Monks to following Questions 4 & 5
I quote an extract from the Stern Report “curbing deforestation is a highly cost-effective way of reducing greenhouse gas emissions and emissions from deforestation (account for) more than 18% of global emissions, greater than produced by the whole of the global transport sector.”

The tree removal programme at Beecham Road is not warranted when mature trees reduce the impact of carbon emissions.

What street tree policies does the NCC have in place to replace trees?  Do they replace existing or dead trees with water dependent exotic trees that are not suitable to the drying climate or native trees that are adaptable to this climate and also attract native birds?

Background from Mt. Monks to following Question 7

In the Community POST edition dated 24 March a letter from a Doctor (Social Work and Social Policy, UWA) expressed concern about the plans for a volley ball court at Swanbourne Beach as the development would possibly threaten a colony of white-winged wrens.

That letter reflects the sensitivity and common sense of some members of the community who are seriously concerned about loss of habitat for endangered or seriously threatened species.

In this regard WREN also wholeheartedly supports the community wishes of the Swanbourne ratepayers and local Friends Groups who reject damage to the environmental and conservation values of the coastal dunes.

Background from Mr. Monks to following Question 8

UWA is proposing to destroy fauna and flora habitats in Underwood Avenue Bushland for housing developments.  This bushland is in the NCC.

The major concerns WREN has with the proposals at Underwood Avenue with the plans submitted by UWA, is the environmental impact on the Splendid Fairy Wren, the Carnaby’s Cockatoos, the Rainbow Bee-eaters and many other species of fungi, fauna and flora unique to the coastal plain.

What environmental credentials and support does this council and its officer’s offer for the retention of the Underwood habitat for the endangered Carnaby’s Cockatoos and other species like the splendid fairy wren?

For example the Carnabys use the Banksia woodlands and other proteacous plants at Underwood Avenue bushland for food.  The Banksia Prionotes and Banksia Attenuata are a very important food sources for them.

is Council aware that the biodiversity and the ecological linkages and fragile habitat of the bushland site and the bush corridor that links Bold Park and Kings Park is again under severe threat and what is their assessment of the environmental impact of UWA’s plans?

WREN has a bold and ambitious “holistic” plan to turn the western region of Perth into the most bio-diverse and environmentally sustainable region of any major city.  What other city on the planner offers us this wonderful opportunity, already with Kings Park and Bold Park, to convert coastal marine and river, wetland and bushland environments into “green corridors” with the potential to reintroduce fauna and flora species and produce an environmental showpiece and help to save the Carnaby’s Cockatoos.

8. TABLING OF MAYORAL ANNOUNCEMENTS WITHOUT DISCUSSION

The Mayor welcomed the new Director Corporate Services, Mr. Mike Cole, to the City and expressed best wishes for a long and happy relationship between him and the City. 
The Mayor then continued with information that he had attended the Systemic Sustainability Forum by WALGA at the Duxton Hotel on Friday, 20 April at which attendees were advised of the Northern Territory’s push for the realignment of boundaries in order to reduce the number of Councils, as has been done in Queensland.  The Minister for Local Government had advised the Forum that there would be no forced amalgamations in Western Australia.  
However, there were issues which needed to be sorted out in Western Australia and there was an expectation and strong signs that the Government would be changing the boundaries of various Councils to rectify these issues if the industry did not sort out itself.  The big question relating to local governments is that of sustainability with the major issue for most local governments being the upkeep of their infrastructures and the associated refurbishment of those infrastructures.  Fortunately the City of Nedlands was well down the path to addressing this which may be a fairly unique situation in Western Australia.  

9. TABLING OF COUNCILLORS’ ANNOUNCEMENTS WITHOUT DISCUSSION

Councillor Bell informed the meeting that he had a meeting with Heather Henderson, the Mayor of Subiaco regarding a proposed motion for Subiaco’s next Council meeting for a 40 kph speed zone limit in Hampden Road between Karella and Hardy, which motion was parallel to his motion to be considered by the City of Nedlands.
Councillor Argyle advised that he returned from NSW earlier than expected and thus his attendance at this meeting, following his previous leave of absence request.   Whilst in NSW he had visited the Shoalwater Council which has 95,000 citizens, with 12 Councillors and 3 wards, with 4 Councillors from each ward, and a Mayor elected by the voters which he considered to be unusual in NSW.   There is a Deputy Mayor and an assistant to the Deputy Mayor.  Meetings are held twice monthly at 4.00 p.m. and there are 900 staff members, and a staffed satellite office 30 miles away.   There is a convention centre next door to the Council offices which Cr. Argyle considered to be in the worst position in town considering the number of other good locations.  He advised that his findings were not very favourable and in his opinion the Shoalwater Council should be divided into two.  Larger is not always better and he was very much against any amalgamations.  Cr. Argyle concluded by advising that Queensland had sold the State Lottery and was embarking upon an exercise to sell off 157 Councils for amalgamation.

informal overflow parking shall be provided on the grassed areas at the front of the site.  This parking shall be to the satisfaction of the Manager Planning;

4.
all storm water from building and paving areas (including driveways) shall be contained on site by draining to soakwells of adequate capacity to contain runoff from a 10 year recurrent storm event. Capacity of soakwells shall be a minimum of 1 cubic metre for every 80 m2 of paved or roofed surface on the property;

5.
all crossovers to street shall be constructed to the Council’s Crossover Specifications and the applicant/owner to obtain levels for crossovers from the Council’s Infrastructure Services under supervision on-site, prior to commencement of works;

6.
the use of bare or painted metal building materials is permitted on the basis that, if during or following the erection of the development the Council forms the opinion that glare which is produced from the building has or will have a significant detrimental effect upon the amenity of neighbouring properties, the Council may require the owner to treat the building/roof to reduce the reflectivity to a level acceptable to Council; and
7.
any additional development, which is not in accordance with the original application or conditions of approval, as outlined above, will require further approval by Council.

Footnote:  

In regard to condition (2), the applicants shall actively manage parking on the site by providing information to all staff and health care visitors to the site, ensuring that they park within the site and not on the roadside; and if necessary, they shall use parking at the Graylands Hospital site.

That Council maintains without change its current policy 4.4 Footpath Construction and Maintenance and related procedures, and reviews the same as part of the organisational policy review in August 2008. 

Background

Council Policy states the following with respect to footpaths:
1.
Council has a strategy for the improvement and rehabilitation of the footpath network and for the integration of a hierarchy of paths for pedestrians and cyclists. 
2.
A schedule of footpath improvements and rehabilitation shall be submitted to Council, as a Five Year Capital Works Programme.  Priority shall be for paths that provide strategic routes to schools, aged care facilities, commercial centres, hospitals, child care centres and recreational facilities. 
3.
The procedures associated with this policy detail the ways in which the strategy will be developed and the standards and specifications for footpaths.

The procedures make the following stipulations with respect to path widths:
Path Width

The path width shall be either, 1.5 m, 2.0 to 2.5m, 3.0m or full verge width.  These widths shall be considered for each path where –

a. 1.5m is the desirable width and allows two people to walk side by side comfortably, as well as allowing a child on a bicycle to pass a pedestrian.
b.
2.0m is the minimum required for shared-use paths (Dual Use Paths), paths adjacent to right-angle parking bays and paths against the road kerb.
c.
3.0m is the minimum required for cycle paths used by commuter cyclists travelling at high speed.
d.
 Full verge width paving is appropriate in commercial areas with heavy pedestrian traffic.  In the case of new commercial developments, where full verge paving is preferred, the Council may permit a developer to brick pave the entire verge, for the full road reserve frontage of that development.  The construction shall be to the satisfaction of the City.  Any vehicle crossovers shall be constructed in a contrasting colour to the footpath.

Whilst there may be occasion when the City may wish to vary path widths due to special circumstances it is the intention that uniform standards be maintained wherever possible for the City’s footpath and cycleway network.  It is the view of Administration that the variation of path widths should only occur in exceptional circumstances and should be addressed at the design phase of any individual path rehabilitation or development. Issues such as the preservation of trees can, and have been in the past, addressed during the design phase of footpath construction or rehabilitation.  In such instances, whilst the Executive have the ability to revise a path width, protocol would dictate that such a decision not be taken without Council being made aware of the variation and the reasons for the same. 

There has been a recent petition received in relation to footpath construction in Birkdale St Floreat strongly opposing any footpath wider than 1.2 metre in that street. A 2 metre width kerb-line path was recently installed in a short previously incomplete section between Whitfield St and Underwood Ave. The remainder of the street is not constructed to current standards (currently 1.2 metre width) and not yet due for replacement.  The City does not currently construct 1.2 metre pathways as these do not meet current standards or access requirements.  Whilst some residents may object to this type of installation it is part of the road and pathway network. The future 2 metre pathway in this location will create a dual use pathway linking to the Underwood Avenue cycle path which is a commuter link. The recent issues yet to be resolved in relation to the replacement of an existing pathway in Beecham Rd due to potential tree removals is another example where any variation needs to be treated on a case by case basis.  

The Notice of Motion as it currently stands would give no clear direction to Administration with respect to when or where a variation should be considered.  The current standards adopted by Council are based on best practice and disability access principles and should be adhered to wherever possible.  This will over time deliver a pathway system that meets best practice standards, provides for disability access and minimises potential risk and litigation for the City.  Administration is investigating options to ensure that Councillors are better informed of issues relating to particular pathways at the design phase. 

Council’s Policy and Procedure Manual is reviewed every three (3) years, with the next review being due in August 2008.

Background

The Department of Local Government and Regional Development has been concerned for some time in regard to the rigour associated with financial reporting and the level of understanding particularly of financial reports in local government.  A number of local governments have found themselves in significant financial difficulty in recent times.

Amongst the major legislative changes to the Local Government Act 1995 and various regulations in 2005 was a return to monthly financial reporting and a new requirement for a mandatory budget review.  The requirements for this review are set out in regulation 33A of the Local Government (Financial Management) Regulations 1996 as follows:

(1) Between 1 January and 31 March in each year a local government is to carry out a review of its annual budget for that year.

(2) Within 30 days after a review of the annual budget of a local government is carried out it is to be submitted to the council.

(3) A council is to consider a review submitted to it and is to determine* whether or not to adopt the review, any parts of the review or any recommendations made in the review.

(4) Within 30 days after a council has made a determination, a copy of the review and determination is to be provided to the Department.

*Absolute majority required.

Historically the City of Nedlands manages the financial progress of the budget against actual performance during the course of a financial year through month by month reporting.  At the management level, the Director Corporate Services reports monthly to the executive and management team with responses required from responsible managers to matters of interest or concern.  At the Council level there have been monthly financial reports including commentary on major variations.

Administration has completed the review of the budget in accordance with clause (1) of Regulation 33A of the Local Government (Financial Management) Regulations 1996 and it is now tabled for Council’s consideration (clause (2)) and adoption (clause (3)).

Discussion

The process of the budget review involved each manager and director forecasting the anticipated end of financial year result for every cost centre that they are responsible for and involved an examination of every line item individually.

The results of the review are $1,096,500.  This is subject to a number of assumptions.

A summary of the end of year projections is at Attachment A.  The format is by division then by department and it follows the same layout as the adopted budget.

The following commentary sets out the basis for the projections and includes overall departmental variations of $10,000 or more:

The anticipated income from rates is more than expected due to less properties being rated at the minimum.

Consultation

There has been extensive consultation throughout the organisation and all responsible managers have been required to provide their estimates for the 30th June 2007 projections.
Conclusion

The outcome of the budget review shows an estimated end of year surplus of $1,096,500.  While there are numerous individual variations this is not unusual in a rapidly changing work environment.  There needs to be some flexibility to cover changed circumstances outside of the annual budgeting cycle.

Despite all of the variations on the expenditure side most of these balance out, and the main driver of the surplus is the change to the Opening Surplus.  

This review incorporates a number of adjustments to the budget that need specific Council approval.  Transfers to reserves of some of the additional revenue for draw down in a future year make up the bulk of these adjustments as follows:
